BONDexpo trade fair for industrial bonding technology gives cause for surprise with 75% occupancy already at the end of 2010, and strongly growing exhibitor interest.
Whether bonding and adhesives as an alternative technology for joining new hybrids and other materials, high-tech adhesives for production in the solar and photovoltaic industry or water soluble adhesives and encapsulating compounds for environmentally sound production with recycling options are concerned – seldom have the indicators for encapsulating and insulating compounds, adhesives and foam materials been as favourable as they are today! This not only became apparent in the wake of the 4th BONDexpo in the fall of 2010 which was highly praised by many exhibitors, but rather due to spontaneously generated additional commitment for the event in 2011 as well
5th BONDexpo Headed Towards Record Breaking Figures
The fact that these weren’t just empty words, and that they were acted upon without delay, is made apparent by the announcement that 75% of the floor space occupied at the 4th BONDexpo has already been booked at the end of November 2010! Just three months after the last event, and nine long months before the next BONDexpo, these figures are prompting great optimism that the 5th BONDexpo will be able to open with a new record number of participants. For trade fair promoter Paul E. Schall, this once again indicates that it usually pays off to persevere a bit longer and to invest in a highly promising project, although it hasn’t yet fully established itself within the market, rather than to throw in the towel after an initially economically unsuccessful launch.
With Ideas and Stamina to Success
When all is said and done, together with his trade fair enterprise the promoter sees it as one of his primary tasks to develop new markets, and to leave the well-trodden path and struggle against resistance in order to do so. Significantly, the most important market leaders have been on hand right from the very beginning in this case as well – including suppliers of adhesives, foams, encapsulating and insulating materials, as well as devices and equipment for dosing and automated application. BONDexpo sees itself as a complementary trade fair for the entire process sequence, held concurrent to the MOTEK international trade fair for assembly, handling and automation technology, which consequently provides expert visitors with genuine, immediately implementable synergies.
Growth Potential for Many Years to Come
Within this context it’s hardly surprising that more and more new exhibitors are interested in participating at BONDexpo, because they recognise the opportunities offered by new markets which result from pressure to act with regard to more efficient use of materials and resources through the most economic possible utilisation of existing and new materials. Furthermore, promising fields of activity are also opening up new opportunities, for example solar technology and photovoltaic, as well as wind power and electro-mobility, because in these areas conventional joining and assembly technologies are being replaced to an ever greater extent by bonding etc.
