Final Report for 30th MOTEK and 5th BONDexpo

30th MOTEK with Record Breaking Visitor Numbers
With more than 36,000 expert visitors from 96 countries, the trade fair duo including the 30th MOTEK and the 5th BONDexpo grew 18% as compared with last year! Increasing internationalism amongst the exhibitors, end ever more so for expert visitors!

Whereas some people are getting involved with wild speculations during the course of the Euro crisis, others, namely the real markets, are progressing in a target oriented fashion. The good atmosphere which became apparent at the recent 30th MOTEK and 5th BONDexpo can be summarised roughly in this way. Entirely unimpressed by financio-political confusion, the manufacturing industry sectors are still prepared to invest, which was plain to see at the MOTEK international trade fair for assembly, handling and automation technology and the BONDexpo trade fair for industrial bonding technology. With exactly 36,852 expert visitors from 96 industrial nations and newly industrialized countries around the globe, MOTEK has once again lived up to its reputation as a leading international trade fair for production and assembly automation, as well as interdivisional industrial handling.

Reputation as Leading International Trade Fair Confirmed

Although the complementary MOTEK-BONDexpo trade fair duo, which is strictly oriented towards its respective process sequence, was already in top form last year, private trade fair promoters P. E. Schall GmbH & Co. KG were able to up the ante once again in 2011. 945 exhibitors from 21 countries and 645,000 square feet of occupied overall exhibition floor space at MOTEK, plus 106 exhibitors from 9 countries and 41,000 square feet of occupied overall exhibition floor space at BONDexpo – all in all, 1051 manufacturers and suppliers were counted who filled up the available halls at the Stuttgart Exhibition Centre on 686,000 square feet. Even imponderabilities due to strikes and traffic problems were incapable of daunting the efforts of expert visitors from inside and outside of Germany to gather comprehensive information at MOTEK and BONDexpo regarding the latest technologies, products, processes and system solutions, and to invest accordingly.

Significant Growth in All Areas

Right from the very first day, the halls filled up early in the morning and the influx continued until early evening. According to many of the exhibitors, unanimous opinion indicates that the 30th MOTEK and the 5th BONDexpo were exceptionally successful, and that good to very good post-event business can be expected. And thus the trade fair concept of an integrated industry meeting place with an orientation towards technology, processes and systems has once again proven its worth. This was substantiated not least of all by a renewed, strong increase in concrete interest demonstrated by foreign visitors, who journeyed to Stuttgart from 96 countries and accounted for 20% of overall visitor numbers.

Greatly Increased Internationalism

The absolutely definitive mix of products and offerings including components and assemblies, right on up to subsystems and complete solutions, was obviously convincing for the exhibitors as well as the large numbers of expert visitors. Many of the exhibitors summarised the event with statements like these: “top quality leads and a good ratio of new and old contacts”, or “roughly 30% leads from outside of Germany, with comparatively high order potential”, right on up to “MOTEK is the industry’s most important trade fair, and it’s at the top of the list with regard to acceptance by existing and potential customers”. Last but not least, the quality of the expert visitors was praiseworthy as well, especially in light of the fact that they had concrete RFQs in their briefcases and pushed the consulting capacities of numerous exhibitors to the limit.

The 31st MOTEK and the 6th BONDexpo will take place from the 8th through the 11th of October, 2012.
